Why are Peninsula Habitat for Humanity and Habitat ~ for Humanity San Francisco

merging?

After months of discussion and due diligence, both organizations have concluded that by joining
forces and streamlining operations, we can have a greater impact in the Bay Area. By
consolidating overhead expenses and operational activities, we can leverage donations further,
ultimately enabling us to build more homes and serve more families.

Will the organization’s mission change?

No. Habitat for Humanity Greater San Francisco partners with working families and engages
the community to build homeownership. Our homeowners invest a lot of effort into their
dreams, including 500 hours of "sweat equity" to help build their own homes, as well as
additional time for homeownership trainings. Houses are sold to partner families at no profit and
financed with affordable, zero interest mortgages structured to not exceed one-third of their
monthly income.

When will the merger happen?

The Boards of Directors of both affiliates voted and approved the merger on May 22, 2008. The
two affiliates will officially function as one merged organization starting on July 1, 2008, but the
transition phase of integrating operations, staff and boards are beginning immediately.

Who will lead the new organization?

Mary Boughton, Executive Director of Peninsula Habitat, has decided to leave the organization.
Phillip Kilbridge will assume the role of Executive Director of Habitat for Humanity Greater San
Francisco. Phil has been the executive director of Habitat for Humanity San Francisco since
2005. Prior to Habitat, Phil held a number of management positions in non-profit, including
executive director of Rebuilding Together Oakland. He also worked in state politics and on a
number of political campaigns. He is also a graduate of the Coro Fellows Program in San
Francisco, a leadership program in public affairs. Phil is a native of San Mateo County. He and
his wife Kelley live in San Francisco with their one-year-old son, Elias.

Where will the merged organization be located?
That decision has not yet been made. We are exploring a number of options and will announce
our new location in the coming weeks.

What areas will you serve?

Our local affiliate of Habitat for Humanity will serve San Francisco, Marin and San Mateo
Counties. Our geographic area extends nearly 100 miles from East Palo Alto in southern San
Mateo County to as far north as Novato and coastal areas of Marin County. A total of 28
incorporated cities and 38 unincorporated communities are included in our service area.
